- . On April 28, 1966, the Commission deferred action on ‘this item in order for
s the staff tc make & wore detailed study of the preliminary plansg submitted.

On March 23, 1966, the City of Long Beach, through the Office of the City
Attorney, filed a letter of intent to expend a porbtion of its shave of
tideland oil revenues, pursuant to the authority of Chapter 138/6k4, 1st E.S.,
for construction of a bridge extending from Magnolia Avenue in the central
dovmtovn areaof the City to the east side of Pier "A" in the Long Brach

Haybor District. The estimated cost of the work is $15,5286,000. . After review
of the background material submitited by the City, it is the opinion of the
staff that the cost estimates are regsonable, although in the upper range.
Refer to Exhibit "A" for an estimate of the proposed work {and to Exhibits "B",
"g", ¥D", and "E" for graphic descriptions thereof). <

Tn its letter dated March 25, 1966, the City specified Seciion 6(b) as the

particulayr subdivision of Chapter 133 which the Uity deems applicable 4o an

awthorization of the work. Section 6{b) of Chapter 138, Statwtes of 196k,

1st E.B., is repeated hereinafter for the information and convenience of the
- Commilssion. ~ .

"Sec. 6. The Legislature hereby finds that the remaining 61l
revenue hereinabove alloealted to the City of Long Beach is needed
and can be economically utilized by said city for the fulfillment
of the trust uges and purposes described in said acts of 1911,
1925 and 1935 and described as Pollows in this ach, which are
hereby found to be matiters of siate, as distinguished from local,
interest and benefit. -

(b) The construction, recomstrueition, repair, operation
and maintenance of streets, rosdways, brideges and bridge
approaches within the boundaries of, or rezsonably neces-
sary to provide immediate access to, saild harbor district
{as such boundaries were defined on April 1, 1956)."
